We meet for lectures at the
Princess Pavilion Falmouth on Fridays from 10.00am to 12.00 noon, once a month, apart
from July and August, with the lecture beginning at 10.30am. Coffee is available before the
lecture from 9.45 am onwards.

We have a programme of 10 Lectures a year plus a number of Study Days and Visits to
places of interest. The lectures at the Pavilion are in a ground floor conference room, with
comfortable seating arranged for members and guests. Facilities include raised seating and
projection screen together with a loop induction system for those with hearing difficulties.
